Then ask them to think of an ADJECTIVE  
to describe each word.

As you walk along the river see how many 
things you can spot beginning with the letters 
A to Z. They could be natural or man-made, 
large or really tiny, moving or still, temporary or 
permanent. 
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Take it further

Record the things you spot on the River A to Z 
Record Sheet. You could also take a photo of 
them with your mobile phone to be used as 
prompts for further discussion or follow-up  
activities back at home.

A is for Arch, Angler, or Alder

B is for Bird, Bridge or Butterfly

S is for Sand, Stone or Shrimp

W is for Weed, Water or Weir

C is for Cobble, Caterpillar or Channel
